From the northeast:

Coming from Delaware or the Philadelphia area, take I95 south to Delaware Rte 7 / Rte 1 south. Take 896 north (actually you will be going west) to Rt. 301 South. Exit on MD 213 south to US 50 South.

From Baltimore:

Take the Baltimore beltway (I695) to I97 south. Exit onto Rte 50 east.

From Washington and points west:

Take the Washington beltway (I495) to US Rte 50 east.
